Queen of Leenane. This season marks Dr. Bahs's last; after 18 years as
Director of Theatre, he is retiring in August. We will miss him.

ALLEN OSTER (Artistic Director; Direcfor--TRIBUTE), a native of North
Dakota, is Administrator of the Student-Directed Productions Program
and Director of SFA's High School Summer Theatre Workshop. SFA
productions include Chicago, Summer and Smoke, Hamlet Bacchae,
Man Who Came to Dinner, Hair, Shadow Box, Night of the lguana,
Bonjour La Bonjour and Blithe Spirt.
